	Encounter

1. Before class, show pictures of people’s occupations  (hairdresser, Optician, Tailor, Pizzeria, Barber, Dentist)

2. Greet Ss and ask them about the pictures shown on the screen (Do you know him/her/them? Who is he/she? Where do they work? What does he/she do? …etc..)

To generate some interest in the topic, show the first page of the PowerPoint to the class and them what the places are called and who they are (Optician, Tailor, Pizzeria, Barber, Dentist, hairdresser).

3. Elicitation method
As you move on to the second the slide, tell your students a frustrated story that Jane, one of my friend, went through during a road trip. The mood changed from hopeful and adventurous into frustrating. At last, shows a worried person standing next to a broken car, hold a phone and the second slide shows a mechanic standing next to the same car, which does not appear to be broken anymore.
4. T shows the last page of the story which said  She had her car fixed” 

. (CCQ)
“ Did she fixed the car?  
Ss : No

“Did Somebody else fix it?   
Ss : Yes

“Who fixed the car”      
Ss : the mechanic
  Brilliant !
5. Introduce the topic: 
Have something Done pattern. 

“Today we are going to talk about “ how or when to use “Have Something Done.  
6. Ask Ss what should jane have checked before going to road trip.  Tell Ss to make a list of words that What things do you get done?

T draw a mind map on the board and think about what things to get done before a road trip.

Make a list of 5 things you must get done with your car and who will do it for you? and Where? 

T said Ss should use “have Something Done” pattern 

Ss first should think by themselves and do with his/her partner pair-work
And then will share Ss’ ideas (5 mins).

7. Walk around the classroom and monitor Ss’ brainstorming, when each S has 5 words ask Ss to share their list with their partner  

8.T asks Ss to tell their list.
And T said : Are all things made by whom?  Ss said : Mechanic 
T said  we are right on track !

9. T shows some pics on the screen. Hand out worksheet #2
 Then give the instructions. 
“Look at all the picture. Name a location and say what they have done there. “
T shows examples on the screen. You can say like examples on the screen or whatever sentence you can make on your own. 
This is pair work and I’m going to give you 10 mins’

 ICQs: T :"How many minutes?"
Ss :  10 mins 
T : can you speak only as example patterns? 

Ss: No. 
 Good ~ Go ahead
10. Have learners check their answers in pairs and let them ask any question when they are playing the game.
11 Monitor learner progress. If Ss are struggling to figure out how to make sentences, let them know the sentence “I have my hair cut” “ I get hairdresser to cut my hair”

14.  Survey ( group activity)

It’s time to survey

To provide free speaking activity with an extended practice. Ss work in pairs to make the questions and then fill the information on worksheet.. 

And then, they should mingle with another classmate to fill information gap:

T give instructions about the survey

First. Write down your own question individually for 2 mins.

Second : we are going to make a circle

Move all the chairs and desks to the side

Third :Ss freely find their partner and  ask your own questions and write down his/her answer.

Fourth : If I say  “ change”, you need to stop and different partner and keep going on this activity.

I’m giving you 15 mins 

ICQ : T : What do you need to do first? Ss : Make your own questions

       T: When I say “ change”, what do you have to do?

Ss: stop and find another partner.

15. While they are talking, the teacher can write any errors that he/she overhears on the board. A feedback session can be done based on those errors.

	1. Lower Effective Filter  – classrooms should be fun and interesting to create a positive learning environment

Knowing what will be studied makes a safer and more comfortable environment - allow Ss to get used to English and my voice – gives an overview of the topic in simple easy to understand language

8. Checking Comprehension – using T-lead Qs creates a short lead-in for the next activity and allows T to preview materials by asking Qs to Ss

9. Skill training: Controlled practice leads to automatic use – act out the sequence of the activity as you give the directions and then ICQ to check Ss comprehension / Give Ss a time limit so they are secure about their role
